Mars, the red planet, is the seventh largest planet in our solar system. Mars is about half the width of Earth,

and has an equatorial diameter of about 4,221 miles (6,792 kilometers). Mars is the fourth planet from the Sun,

orbiting at an average distance of 141.6 million miles (227.9 million kilometers).

The giant planets Jupiter and Saturn lead our solar system''s moon counts. In some ways, the swarms of moons

around these worlds resemble mini versions of our solar system. Pluto, smaller than our own moon, has five

moons in its orbit, including the Charon, a moon so large it makes Pluto wobble. Even tiny asteroids can have

moons.

A star that hosts planets orbiting around it is called a planetary system, or a stellar system, if more than two

stars are present. Our planetary system is called the Solar System, referencing the name of our Sun, and it

hosts eight planets.. The eight planets in our Solar System, in order from the Sun, are the four terrestrial

planets Mercury, Venus, Earth, and Mars, followed by the two gas ...

The inner solar system contains the Sun, Mercury, Venus, Earth and Mars: The main asteroid belt (not shown)

lies between the orbits of Mars and Jupiter. The planets of the outer solar system are Jupiter, Saturn, Uranus,

and Neptune (Pluto is now classified as a dwarf planet): The first thing to notice is that the solar system is

mostly empty space.
