Here is a look at what a planet is, why Pluto doesn''t qualify, and how many planets may exist in the galaxy

and universe. There are eight planets in the solar system, excluding dwarf planets like Pluto and large moons.

Astronomers predict the presence of a ninth planet. The Milky Way galaxy contains an estimated 100 billion

planets.
