Informally, the term & quot;solar system& quot; is often used to mean the space out to the last planet. Scientific
consensus, however, says the solar system goes out to the Oort Cloud, the source of the comets that swing by
our sun on long time scales. Beyond the outer edge of the Oort Cloud, the gravity of other stars begins to
dominate that of the sun.

Ceres is about 1/13 the width of Earth. The closest dwarf planet to the Sun, and the only dwarf planet in the
inner solar system, Ceres orbits the Sun from an average distance of 257 million miles (413 million
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kilometers) Ceresis about 2.8 times farther from the Sun than Earth.

The distance between the Earth and the Sun defines the astronomical unit, which is by convention 150 million
km (93.2 million miles). Jupiter, the largest planet, is 5.2 AU from the Sun and has a radius of 71,000 km
(44,117 miles), while the farthest planet, Neptune, is approximately 30 AU from the Sun. With a few
exceptions, the further a...
